If any of the alleged violations are found to be true, then the Board is required to 
take an action on the violation. Recommend suspension or revocation if one or more findings are 
confirmed.  
 
Defense: 
Admit that mistakes have been made and that things need to be better. Insurance Company has 
investigated and is prepared to appeal if revocation. Allegations might justify a 30 to 40 day suspension, 
but not enough for a revocation. Correction have been implemented and previous errors should not be 
repeated.
